· Interventional procedures should be recorded where these have occurred. 
· Patients with post-surgical anatomy (e.g., bypass) and interventional procedures without intent to reach the duodenum may be excluded from the denominator.

	Please provide a logbook or other evidence to show that you meet the following minimum standard for colonoscopy:
 
· Requires an unadjusted Caecal Intubation Rate of >90% and
· an Adenoma Detection Rate of >25% over the most recent 50 procedures for patients >50 years
· Withdrawal time (in non-interventional cases only) >6 mins for 90%of colonoscopies.
